Radio DJ Dave Cusick celebrates six years on air at KPSU with live show at The Modern Age, four great Portland bands. Friday, August 1st at 8:00.

Portland, OR, July 23, 2008–On July 19, 2002, Dave Cusick entered the KPSU broadcast booth for the first time, and awkwardly, but with as much professionalism as he could muster, delivered his first radio show. Within his first year, in addition to spinning several hours of great indie music, also interviewed several well known artists: They Might Be Giants, Sarah Vowell, Tegan and Sara, Menomena, Viva Voce and others. 

After that first year, he relocated to Canada, to finish school and marry his Canadian sweetheart. Not wanting to lose his slot on KPSU, he made arrangements to record his show in Canada each week to air on the station, becoming the station's first out-of-country DJ. He continued his show this way for five years (about four years longer than he expected), also distributing it as a podcast, which made its way into the pages of Spin Magazine in 2006 and into the hearts of millions (or, maybe just hundreds). 

In May of 2008, he moved back to Portland. 

KPSU's live music venue, The Modern Age, is hosting a Sixth Anniversary Party for his show, That Sound, on Friday, August 1st, at 8:00. Four Portland bands will be playing. In order of performance, they are:
